Presenting the Fly :

Fish often break loose when they take a fly
that is presented directly downstream
because they get hooked in the weak skin of
the lips. Once you have zeroed in on a fish's
location, position yourself so that you can
present the fly from a position slightly
sideways to the fish. When the fish takes
the fly and turns to go back to its lair, the
hook will be pulled back into the hinge of the
fish's jaw, where the flesh is strongest.
